15 and 30 Hours Early Years Funding Process

Timing

Applications must be made before the child starts school and ideally as early as possible to
ensure we have enough time to process your application.

Check Your Eligibility

2-3 Years Old Funding

At St Bernard’s Prep you can apply for 15 hours funding to start from the term after your
child turns 2 years and 6 months old until the term after their 3rd birthday. Please note we do
not enrol children younger than 2 years and 6 months.

Parents who already have a Tax-Free Childcare account can apply for a code for the new 2
years old entitlement at their next reconfirmation point.

3-4 Years Old Funding

You can apply for 15 hours or 30 hours funding to start from the term after your child’s 3rd
birthday until the term after your child’s 5th birthday.
